e A written narrative to be completed by the nominee that may include photos, news clippings,
and/or brochures. The narrative should address:

1. Evidence of an effective media center program, which may include:
a. Instructional program and media skills
b. Technology applications
c. Literature appreciation and reading promotion
d. Public relations

2. Evidence of professional leadership in service to
a. The school where s/he is employed
b. The Guilford County School System
c. Professional organizations
